Top Tips on Behaviour

There are obviously many different types of behaviour that can endanger our students or the general public.  These are some general guidelines, but each case is individual and needs to be treated as such.
Preventative Measures:  To stop the behaviour becoming a problem

· At the initial assessment stage check out possible behaviours and how others have dealt with them.

· Assess the level of the behaviour and the route they will be taking.
· Check the history of the behaviour and whether it is part of their disability.

Interventions: Ideas to implement when incident occurs.
· Deflection.  Change their focus using newspaper, music, or a task like landmark spotting.

· Defuse.  In cases of confrontation with the public it may be necessary to intervene.

· Move.  Move seats away from problem area.

· Bribe.  In case all else fails bribery is a good way out of some difficult situations!
Solutions: Longer term ideas if the interventions don’t work.
· Sanction/Reward.  Introduce some incentives to improved behaviour.  Build in consequences.
· Look for triggers to behaviour and ways of changing the situation.

· Change the route if possible.

· Use drama or film the behaviour to make more of an impact on student’s awareness of their behaviour.

· Use spot check shadowing to keep student on track.
· Revisit training.  Go back to aspect of training.

· Example.  Use other students to model good behaviour.

· Liaise with parents / carer’s if appropriate.
